The FHA will evaluate General Contractors Statement of Qualifications  (SOQ) GC RFQ Form 2 based upon the identified evaluation criteria and will select those respondents it deems qualified. Any SOQ submitted after this deadline shall not be accepted.

Any contractor seeking to be prequalified as both a General Contractor and Subcontractor for a particular filed sub-bid trade(s) shall be required to file separate responses to BOTH this RFQ and the RFQ issued to prospective filed sub-bidders for this Project.
